WHEREAS: 	Treating Hidradenitis Suppurativa (HS) is a challenge for both patients and 
physicians as no one treatment works for everyone, some treatments lose 
effectiveness over time, many treatments are used in combination with other 
treatments and all treatments may cause a unique set of side effects; and
